Abstract format requirements:
· Abstracts for the Georgian and Russian texts must be typed in English and the abstracts of the English texts must be typed in Georgian.
· Indicate the full name of the author, organization and the title of the paper in the translated language (Abstract – 200-250 words);
· The abstract should also include 5 (five) key words in the Georgian and English languages. Indicate the key words in the English and Russian languages to the articles prepared in Russian;
· Abstract should be informative (avoid the usage of general/extra phrases); It should be brief, concise and clear, distinguished by convincing wording
· Abstract should reflect the main content of the article and the results of the research;

· Abstract should be written in Georgian / English / Russian language on an academic level.
