3. Conduct his/her research with a high level of personal and academic integrity, adhering to ethical standards throughout the research process.  Explore innovative and original approaches to address the complex issues within the modern and contemporary history of Georgia, and formulate logical conclusions.
Learning outcomes: The program provides students with opportunities to acquire broad knowledge, develop relevant skills, and demonstrate their expertise through the following directions:
1. Knowledge and understanding
Graduate: 
1.1 Demonstrates a broad knowledge of historical facts and processes within the modern and contemporary history of Georgia; interprets, analyzes, and emphasizes their impact on contemporary contexts, drawing from both traditional and innovative achievements. 
1.2 Characterizes and critically evaluates the primary stages, features, and dynamics in the formation and development of existing scientific approaches and theories regarding the modern and contemporary history of Georgia. 
1.3 Recognizes the perspectives on the diverse transmission of modern and contemporary history of Georgian, acknowledging instances of historical falsification and ideological influence.
2. Skills
Graduate:
2.1 Independently gathers materials from various historical sources, including less studied or newly discovered sources in the modern and contemporary history of Georgia. Utilizes archival, library materials, and electronic scientific databases for research purposes.

2.2 With the help of the supervisor, plans and conducts the scientific research on various topics concerning Modern and Contemporary History of Georgian, applying relevant contemporary research methods and established academic standards.   
2.3 Presents the results of the research both in written and oral format to the professional and academic community;  
2.4 During professional activities, communicates proficiently in both native and foreign languages in a clear and well-reasoned manner, employing information technologies as needed.
